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The aim of this study was to propose a model that can be referenced to
examine how the culture of the modern human (Homo sapiens) developed in the diverse natural
environments of PaleoAsia through archaeological data. Specifically, (1) ethnographic data on
ecological resource utilisation techniques were collected, and (2) a correlation model between
natural environment and population distribution was developed through the cross cultural research.
As a result, 1) aspects of technological and social adaptation in high latitudes and the humid
tropics were clarified, with a focus on hunting (mammal use) and gathering (bamboo and palm tool
technology), and 2) the migration and diffusion of the modern human groups bounded by the high
mountainous areas of central Eurasia, with a southern (gathering-dominated) and northern ( hunting)
routes of subsistence and technological adaptation proposed.
