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This project aims_at figuring out the historical process and the way of

coexistence between migrating people and indigenous Inhabitants in the northern peripheral region of
Northeast Asia in a diachronic manner. Through the study, active migration of people and their
coexistence were observed. The tide of migration began in Mongolia in the 18th century and reached
Russian Far East in the end of 19th century. There Mongolian, Chinese and Russian migrants and
merchants developed de-facto collaborations each other. In 1930" s, Russian and Japanese department
stores conducted multi-cultural managements for the consumers of Japan’ s puppet Manchukuo. Although
the demographic movement was put under strict control under the Socialist regimes, the end of Cold
War again activized trans-bondary and multi-culturalization. This study revealed actuality of
people’ s trans boundary movement and collaboration under the surface of the political restrictions
of the states.
