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The first achievement is to summarize the characteristics of government
statistics and Japanese household surveys. The basic information for each survey was reviewed and
consistency among similar surveys were checked. The results revealed that there are problems
associated with sample selection biases; ambiguous definitions; and measurement errors. The second
achievement is that we constructed data that provide a comprehensive picture of household behavior
with addressing statistical problems mentioned above. The data show that the decline in the national

savings rate cannot be fully explained by the population aging. Third, we prepared for the
construction of data that would take advantage of the development of information and communication
technology. A pilot study was conducted and a new research project was launched.
