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In this research we calculate the number of patients who have got specific
treatments and procedures from NDB data analysis, and compare the outcomes with the existed numbers
of other statistics. At the same time, we investigate the similar data offering case in US, to see
the Japanese situation in a more relative manner. Among outcomes we got from the NDB analysis, some
of the number of specific treatments and procedures showed largely different scores from the existed

statistics, but in other cases it showed very similar scores. In US, NPO organization "ResDAC"
specifically support users of the claims data. Partly because of this effective separation of
organization between data management and client service, the number of data offering in US is much
larger than Japan so far. From our research outcomes, we can safely be said that it is vitally
important to construct a system which supports researchers, and preserve the know-hows of the useful
algorithms and share them for all.
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
