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We have established the database on the lexicon of 8 Tungusic languages. We
are preparing for publishing this data.
We have established the database on the lexicon of Mongolic and Turkish languages. We have already
published this data on our Website. We published some papers on the lexicon and the comparative
problems of the Altaic languages. These works are published as the articles on some scientific
Journals. We have collected many data of sentences for analysing the grammatical problems of the
Altaic languages by elicitation on the fieldworks. These data are published as the materials, and
some papers are written according to these data.
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
