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This study focused on the notion "non-danse" which rejected the conventional
codes of typical dance and brought about disputes in the milieu of french contemporary dance. The
"non-danse" has updated some notions about dance and the relationship between choreographer,
dancers, and spectators. Through the study of documents, works, and interview with some
choreographers and researchers, this study could grasp the dynamic change from "danse d"auteur" to
the dance after "the death of the author"(Barthes).
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
