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In this research, we examined the discussions on language and expression
conducted by the Russian philosopher Losev in the 1920s. His perspective differs from the commonly
held views of philosophy of language and aesthetics. According to Losev, names and words are not
mere symbols, but rather entities that encompass a diverse range of meanings and understandings
derived from various aspects of the objects. The main achievement of our research is to explore the
roots of such thinking and to elucidate its strong relationship with his research on Platonic
philosophy and artistic forms of expression such as music.
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
