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Japanese people in rural areas have maintained folk plot names as a type of
agricultural knowledge and daily vocabulary. This study, based on Hirado Island"s villages in
Nagasaki Prefecture, clarifies which persons and social groups have shared the names for tiny plots,

as well as how these names have been passed down and changed from their earlier forms through
several decades up to the present.
