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This research aims to examine a new political phase of Mekon? regionalism.
For this purpose, this research conducted intensive field survies related to the following three
dimensions:(1)relations among various development-oriented regimes from above (so called Mekong
congestion), (2)transnational activities of civil society actors from below that make policy
recommendations for Mekong congestion, and (3)cross-border activities of local goverments that play
a part in the projects of Mekong congestion.
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
