How did America begin to develop its strategy for providing large amounts of
aid, based on the Mutual Defense Assistance Program (1949) and the Mutual Security Act (1951), to
newly independent states in Asia, while at the same time attempting to maintain its alliances with
Western European colonial powers? This research shed light on the extent to which the Indonesian War
of Independence affected the development of American foreign policy in Southeast Asia. Particular
focus was placed on the Dutch Military Action in December 1948, which resulted in a US policy paper
called PPS 51, circulated in March 1949. The research then illuminated how the United States had
pursued this policy initiative, striving to bring about decolonization and regional security in the

context of the global Cold War.
