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Despite of internal market integration, labour markets of the EU still
remain national diversity among member states. Multinational enterprises (MNEs) have been making use
such feature of the EU. This research focuses on and analyses divestment of MNEs, which are missed

in the previous works.

Based on the database provided by Eurofound, an EU agency, this research collects and sorts out the
data and information of MNEs" divestment. The analysis concludes that the divestment is not only
caused by sever competition, which made some operations of MNEs unprofitable, it is also a kind of "
constructive destruction”™. In other words, some divestment is necessary to conducted for upgrading

MNEs® business to higher and/or new business area.
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
