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Development of participation program in classicalization in the East Asia field
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o i In recent research on learning situations, etc., it has become clear that
junior high school students have a decline in their willingness to learn classics. Therefore, with

the cooperation of educators at home and abroad, we decided to extend the perspective of learners to
classical learning abroad.

Chinese classics, in particular, “ Rongo” are also located in school education in many countries

and regions of East Asia, as well as Japan, and are general teaching materials for learning in these
regions. Focusing on this point, we tackled this task from the two points of "participation in

classicalization" and "expansion of the reading group™. As a result, 1 was able to put together an

essay on Japanese and Chinese junior high school students™ essays on "Rongo” and make them aware of
differences in reading attitudes in each country and region.
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
