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We reported a novel role of KDM6B in regulating PDAC progression
(Carcinogenesis 2014;35(11):2404-14). KDM6B was downregulated in high grade PDACs and knockdown of
KDM6B in PDAC cells increased the tumorigenicity and enhanced the aggressive phenotypes in vivo.
Furthermore, CEBPA was identified as a direct target of KDM6B, and reduced KDM6B- C/EBP axis was
resulted in increased aggressiveness in PDAC cells. We tried to identify a surrogate molecular
marker of the cells lacking KDMEB- function.
