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Study of social history in central Vietnam using village documents
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In present Vietnamese society, strong village communities and paternal
kinship groups, which are presumed to have been formed in premodern times, still have strong social
influence at the living level. In this study, we investigate historical materials in the rural area
of central Vietnam, and examine how these social groups were formed in early modern Vietnam, and
thereby how the rural society changed. did. And according to this study, the Vietnamese rural
society before the establishment of the “ traditional society” has remained Southeast Asian
characteristics, however as the population became saturated due to the progress of agricultural
development, various closed social groups developed through Confucianism in order to protect the
vested interests of the people.
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
