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This study focused on how different religious groups had managed to
maintain the "Co-Existence® dealing with religious conflicts in the early modern imperial city,
Cologne.

As gesults of this study, we found following points. First, religious conflicts not always occured
because of religious rites or something like this, but non-religious matters often brought about
religious conflicts. Second, actors being involved in the conflicts to some extent on purpose turned

non-religious conflicts into religious conflicts. Third, these actors often tried to resolve the
conflicts by compromising about those non-religious matters, while putting off to deal with
religious oppositions itself.
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
