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The main objectives of the research are to examine financial programs for
the poor and the extreme poor through a case study in Myanmar and to suggest policy implications for
anti-poverty aid programs. A case study of savings and loan groups, comprised of extremely poor
rural women, was conducted. In particular, the study focused on mutual assistance within a group,
found it limited in such groups, and suggested the need for further research.
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
