In order to attain true cancer incidence trend estimation, we have to
account for completeness of cancer incidence registration. In Japan, the completeness has improved.
Thergfore, we studied that the influence of improvement of the completeness on cancer incidence
trend.

We showed that one of the reasons why the completeness have improved was development of designated
cancer care hospitals. When we adjusted the completeness, cancer incidence has not shown the
increasing trend in region studied. However, the results were obtained from a few population-based
cancer registry data. Therefore, we have to assess the representativeness of our results in the
future.
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
