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In planning law, it is common to analyse separately pre-procedures
(including plan-making, consultation, and environmental assessment) and post-procedures (including
appeal and judicial review of a plan and a permission). But to control wide discretion, it is useful
to comprehend pre- and post-procedures integratedly and analyse the control through both
p;ocedures. I have researched by comparing with law in the UK, where integrated comprehension is
there.
Based on this perspective, | have written articles on general themes (appeal and judicial review in
planning and environmental law, and statutory density in planning act) as well as particular themes
(Kyogi-kai, marine spatial planning, planning permission and abolition of road).
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
