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The aim of this international research project is to investigate effective
teaching and learning methods in a blended learning environment using an original e-learning
programme for intercultural training. This would promote the development of profound knowledge about

cultural issues, critical thinking and intercultural communication skills among students. While
staying in England, the researcher asked for some academic advice from a co-researcher for this
research project. In addition, the researcher successfully conducted interviews with academics and
students on intercultural issues in England. After returning to Japan and implementing an
experimental e-learning programme for intercultural training, the researcher has been summarising

some advantages and disadvantages of teaching and learning methods in a blended learning
environment.
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
