To provide a reasonable accommodation for people with disabilities have
become a more urgent issue after the "Act for Eliminating Discrimination against Persons with
Disabilities" took effect. Especially, on the area of professionalism, not only to prepare braille
or large print textbooks and teaching materials but also to provide orientation and mobility
training 1is required to educate children with visual impairments. Teachers in regular classes often

have difficulty with teaching children with visual impairment who have a lower incidence and a wide
variety of disabilities. The reason why we developed the following system is to provide reasonable
accommodation for children with visual impairments who are enrolled in regular classes. The system
consisted of 1) a portal website for educational consultation, 2) assistive technologies for
education, and 3) teachers training program.
