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Among those temples that formed the backbone of this study, from the archive
at Kongoji, our research team published parts one and two of Amanosan kongoji zenponsokan. From
Shinpukuji, we completed the crucial task of compiling a catalog of all archival materials that will
serve as a foundation to all subsequent studies of this archive. At Shomyoji, we made key
contributions for a public exhibition on the kami.
Based on the studies mentioned above, our team contributed to the integrated study of temple
archival investigations by illuminating a body of religious texts that were mediated by Todaiji and
Negoroji as well as the core portion of a network of Buddhist monastics involved in the use and
dissemination of these texts. Moreover, as a research project designed to reconstruct the Buddhist
ritual environment, through a focus on abhiseka rites and monastic scholastic debates, our team was
able to elucidate the essential characteristics of actual religious practice in this environment.
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
