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Sustainable economic development and criminal law

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This Project has studied how to regulate economic transactions properly
after "the Burst of the Bubble Economy" in Japan. First, our Study analyzed not only criminal
offenses but also representative offenses in special law fields, such as corporate law penalties,
and rethought the social significance of such kinds of offenses from the viewpoint of legal
interests and behavior types. Second, we examined various ways of regulating economic crimes by
rethinking illegal acts and events which are recognized as serious problems by the present society,
such as "special fraud". Finally, for sustainable economic development, we tried to reevaluate the
general theory of criminal law from the viewpoint of economic criminal law, taking into
consideration the legal benefits that are important in economic criminal law, market functions, and
criminal procedure requirements.
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
