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We got a lot of qualitative outcomes from our conducted comprehensive study
on six US states’ historical transition of policy directions, interest groups’ ecology, budgeting
processes, and public finance in higher education arena over the past two decades. We also had
successful outcomes from the empirical study on factors affected state appropriations for public
colleges among all 50 states. In addition to these, we conducted a dynamic common factor analysis in

order to specify common factors affected the quantitative changes in state appropriations to public
colleges, and successfully categorized the US states into several groups based on which factor was
the most influential. That' s another outcome of this project.
