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I found that a firm"s experience of exiting from foreign markets
significantly decreases foreign market entries. The negative impact was moderated by the size of
exits and the turnover rate of top management teams. The findings suggest that learning experience
from foreign market exits would not necessarily be exploited for later entries because of managerial

concerns about the same failures in foreign market entries.
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
