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Development of an assessment tool for community watching activities in the Great
East Japan Earthquake affected area.
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After disasters such as the Great East Japan Earthquake, a wide variety of
health problems have been occurred. Therefore, in affected areas by the Great East Japan Earthquake,
community watching activities have been implemented as one of health and welfare supports for
affected people. But, the characteristics of the affected people who need to watch over have not
been clear. Therefore, we conducted this research to extract the characteristics. As a result, the
extracted features were similar to those in peacetime, but characteristics related to disasters were
also extracted. Therefore, as a preparation for disasters, it is necessary to know what happens
characteristically after a disaster, in addition to conduct community watching activities
proactively from peacetime.
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
