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To investigate changing social expectations of breastfeeding, social
factors such as mother-child health care measures, development and marketing of baby formula,
medical considerations, maternal working, and child-rearing environment were analyzed. Discourses
in nursery teachers training textbooks and children’ s picture books were also analyzed in relation
to infant feeding. These discourses were influenced by those social factors and there were gender
biases and absence of perspective on diverse childcare situations.
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
