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Research on the generation of Setsuwa literature : Focusing on the relationship
with the creation and management of records in aristocratic and temple societies
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Setsuwa literature is usually appreciated as contained in collections of
tales such as Konjaku Monogatari Shu and Uji shui Monogatari , and is considered part of literary
history. However, if we consider the tales before they were collected in collections of Setsuwa
literature, they are oral traditions or precedents attached to the records of aristocratic or temple

societies. In this study, we focused on this fact and conducted research on the generation process
of individual Setsuwa tales while surveying temple materials that allow us to observe Tales before

they were included in collections of Setsuwa literature. As a result, we were able to examine the
function of the Setsuwa tales within the social group.
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
