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This research project conducts extensive research on the 1712 slave revolt
and the 1741 slave conspiracy cases in NY city, as well as the 1739 Stono rebellion occurred in
South Carolina, all of which are closely related. Also, this project explores the historical
explanation/imagination of the revolt cases from the viewpoint of the governors’ connection and
slave community’ s network, as well as from the effect of the domination of European powers over
slaves in the West Indies. What seems to be the most significant contribution of this project to
American literature is that it finds and analyzes the hitherto obscured novels that represent such
revolt/conspiracy cases: Mat Johnson®s The Great Negro Plot; Mat Johnson®s (story) John Constantine
