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This is a comparative study of subordinate clauses in Bantu languages,
spoken in the south of the equator in the African continent, and the purpose of this study is to
explored the semantic relations (between head and modifier, between clauses) and the form of
supbordinate clauses. This study has revealed; (1) the variation in the the range of semantic
relations of the head nouns which can be modified by the relative clauses, (2) the tendency of the
continuity between verbal complements and appositive clauses which can be observed in certain type

of languages. The results have been presented at some international conferences, and some papers
have been published.
