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This is a descriptive and historical study of the Hmongic languages, which

are distributed in the East and Southeast Asia. In the given period of study, the author conducted a
study of personal pronouns, classifiers, and deictic motion verbs in these languages. The findings
of the study are the following: in personal pronouns, the fusional type of personal pronouns have
been changing into the analytic type; in classifiers, there are a few classifiers that mark
definiteness. These are typologically significant findings. In the study of deictic motion verbs,
the author finds that there are two contrastive venitive verbs, and the key of the constrast is the
home position of the mover.
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
