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The purpose of this study was to develop ways in which English teachers
professional competence on classroom discourse. Specific objectives included (1) understanding how
classroom discourse is formed and learning is facilitated by the interaction between teachers and
students, (2) developing a framework for facilitating teacher®s understanding of classroom
discourse, and (3) demonstrating an English teacher training program and guidebook for professional
development. During the study period, the following additional objectives were pursued; the
dialogic engagement of colleagues and teacher educators (researchers) in collaborative reflective
practicce, and the use of digital tools to support teacher reflection. The guidebook (beta version)
was developed by integrating the findings from the research above.
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
