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During the later Middle Ages, the Burgundian state, formed between the Holy
Roman Empire and the realm of France, flourished for about a century. This itinerant court
demonstrated outstanding presence and influence in the European scene, and moreover created the
foundation of the courtly culture in the modern period. In this research, we carefully pursued the
trace of this court, dispersed mainly among France, Belgium and Netherlands, through the documents
and iconography, the old buildings (or their remnants) and the archaeological ruins, and then
elugidated both its interaction with the local societies and various phases in the international
exchange.
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
