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Drawing on in-depth interviews with Muslim youths born to Japanese mothers
and Pakistani fathers, this study illuminates their experiences and perceptions regarding (1)
transnational families, (2) education, (3) social inclusion and exclusion, and other aspects of
their lives. Research participants ranged between late teens and twenties. The study reveals that
gender, religion, migration experiences, and other factors interact and affect the trajectories of
1dentities and lifestyles, which cannot be understood in terms of dichotomous frameworks such as “
Japanese versus foreign” or “ Muslim versus non-Muslim.” The findings call for a model of
multicultural society that eschews ideas of nation-state homogeneity, and instead constructs a new
framework that brings into perspective the diversity of migration experiences and identities among
new generations of Japanese Muslims with multiple roots.
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
