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The purpose of this study was to elucidate the reality and structure of
fishermen®s groups that have moved and made use of various fishing methods, mainly in urban areas.
The target fishermen groups are the Dounoura one-line fishing fishermen, the Isima dive fishermen,
fishermen of the Trawl Fishery operated
in the East China Sea and the Yellow Sea, and the Skipjack, tuna offshore and deep-sea fishermen.
Initially, the movement of fishermen®s groups functioned as a strategic way to expand and expand the

fishery, but eventually they moved to a new location and became established.In modern, population
migration to urban areas was clarified from the fishing industry and the livelihood development of
fishermen.
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
