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This research could raise the results of the study from a practical and
comparative legal perspective on how the European Union®s basic treaties and immigration laws (EU
Migration Law) deal with terrorism involving foreign terrorist fighters. In particular, I could
examine the urgent issues of freedom of movement and human rights security related to terrorism and
refugees, and summarize the issues and prospects for the crisis of integration and freedom of
movement in Europe. Some of these findings will be published in the Proceedings of Kagawa University
