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This study clarified the following points. (1) Martineau had already
provided a discussion similar to Ricardo"s machine theory (On Machinery:Chapter 31,3rd edition) at
the time of Rioters (1827) before the Illustrations of Political Economy, which succeeded in
popularizing classical economics. Contributions in economics are based not only on the spread of
classical economics, but also on a unique view of labor. (2) Also, in this research, I found that
the works read as travel literature in the previous research on Martineau had contents as industrial

theory. (3) In Martineau"s discussion on female labor, there are controversial elements of
contemporary economics in the concept of "equal pay for equal work™ and the value evaluation of

women"s reproduction activities.
