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In Japan, women in a wide sense of homeless are virtually supported b{
welfare services other than measures against homelessness. In this study, a user survey of welfare
facilities that protect those homeless women was conducted and analyzed. As a result, it was found
that there was a strong link between women®s loss of housing and mental illness, and that some of
female homelessness repeatedly used these social institutions and psychiatric hospitals from time to
time. On the other hand, there were some women who had problems in living in a group and building
relationships, and there were a certain number of those who were not suitable for institutional
support. Behind difficulty in their life is severe damage experience of abuse and violence from

their families and partners in their childhood and after adulthood, suggesting the need to consider
the trauma in their support.
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
