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Comprehensive research on historical documents held by Takashima elementary
school; A history of the relationship between schools and local communities from

the early modern era to the present
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By acquiring an overview of the historical materials owned by Takashima
Elementary School in Suwa City, Nagano Prefecture, we have prepared the prerequisites for future
historical research.
Specifically, we collected the documentary materials ("historical materials™) into the "Bunken-ko"
(an archives storage). Then we re-stacked the materials according to the period, and made a
tentative inventory about them. In addition, we numbered each of the documentary materials from the

Meiji period (a total of 2,107 items) and enclosed them into a neutral paper envelope one by one in
order to reorder them. Finally we made a catalogue for the materials.
Also we examined the historical significance of these documents and the preservation status, then we
selected noteworthy documents. These were compiled into a report with a chronological table of
Takashima Elementary School. We printed and bound 100 copies each of the catalogue of historical

documents and the report.
