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The purpose of this research is to develop a teaching method to improve the
musical creativity of students in teacher training courses at elementary schools and kindergartens,
who don®"t have a lot of musical experience. To this purpose, we created software to highlight the
different nature of musical sounds, and produced a variety of teaching materials, for example
improvised music. After we taught the students using these materials, it became clear that the kind
of experience that our materials encourage was important in that it enabled the students to acquire
a knowledge of musical idioms and understand the mechanism of music by trying to choose or change
it, instead of just choosing from a given list of musical scales. As we developed the method, we
created some programs aimed at increasing the creative musical base for kindergarten and lower-grade

elementary pupils. Finally, we shared our results with university students in the hope of
contributing to their undergraduate studies.
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
