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A short-term intensive education program about foundation for implementing
learning-centered education, was being implemented to teachers who are involved in basic nursing
education, and clinical nurses who are involved in nursing students® practicum and in-service
training of nurses. Learning effects were compared before and after the program.

Participants to the program were asked to write reflection sheets on their educational practices
after the program, and the practical knowledge of the nursing education were integrated from the

contents of the accumulated reflection sheets.
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
