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R. Dworkin developed a dynamic conception of law under the scheme of <the

law as a constraint on the exercise of power> ~ <a parameter of justice, fairness and fairness legal
procedure> ~ <a standard of unity> whose valuational core is an equality theory with a meta-theory
of a protestant attitude to establish a new law, and he set the stage for dynamic understanding of
the law. To generalize this view, there is a development of dynamic understanding of norms under the
scheme of <paradigm (concepts of legality)>~<parameters>~<standards of legality> and of legal order
oriented to substantial values. Further expanding this, we can think of a constant state in which
dynamic law formation develops in multiple ways throughout the society, and moreover, we can think
of a multi-layered network of law. It is also suggested that the law_extends through the mechanism
of repetition of interpretive encounter, antagonism, and polymerization.
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
