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Structural improvement of parent-teacher-community communications: A social
psychological approach.

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This project empirically clarified symbiotic relationship among teachers,

parents and communities based on social psychological theories. To this end, we focused on resolving
problems derived from teacher-parent-community communications (TPCC) aiming at improvement of
children’ s adaptive socialization. The Teamwork Inventory for Community-based Schools (TICS) was
developed based on the analysis of present state of TPCC. Among schools with low levels of
children’ s socialization, we selectively sampled a schools where communications of any agent were
low level based on the TICS assessment and intervened teamwork communications in those schools.
Analysis of implementations of proposed interventions and levels of children’ s socialization
revealed the effectiveness of this selective interventions to TPCC.
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
