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The purpose of this study is to clarify the relationship between
pseudoscience and libraries. (19 Hearing survey at the American Library Association: compared to
Japan, we found school library collections are often criticized or censored. (2) Interviewed the
people active in various fields about information behavior and compiled the interviews as a book.
(3) Web survey: Carried out to determine people’ s attitudes toward pseudoscience books and
libraries. We found that the collection of pseudoscience books was not regarded as a problem in

general. However, the attitude toward the shelving of pseudoscience books depended on the academic
background.
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
