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This research investigated how NGOs support the provision of housing after a

large disaster and complement official government support in two cases: 1) New York City, U.S.
after Superstorm Sandy (typhoon) in 2012; and 2) Tacloban City, Philippines, after Supertyphoon
Yolanda in 2013. In both cases, domestic and international NGOs made significant contributions to
help residents” housing recovery. In New York City, local NGOs could help with housing repairs and
rebuilding that were not included in the government program, called Build it Back. In Tacloban City,
various types of new houses were build for disaster survivors that included NGO support combined
with government support. Through interviews with residents, NGO organizations and government staff,

this research could confirm how the NGO support for housing could help the residents in their life
recovery.
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
