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Establishing a social and spatial history archive for fishing villages and
seaside settlement in the Kii Peninsula

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[1] Our research team have visited all the seaside villages in Kii

Peninsula, from Wakayama City to Toba City in preliminary survey and selected just over 90 villages
as subjects of a primal survey. [2] Secondary survey was conducted in five villages. Topography - or
artificial land creation, street and block composition, land division, composition of historic
houses, distribution of residential land which became vacant, extraction of unique landscape
components, land ownership and its transition, interview survey, etc., were surveyed. [3] The team
have collected and filed just over 200 books, thesis or articles on local history. [4] Database of
surveyed data, history of villages, chronicle of disasters, conditions of existing documents and
aerial photos of each age were created to prepare for publishing a digital archive. [5] The team has
created strong relationships between local governments and local communities.
