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What is the true modernity of Dostoevsky literature in the 20th century and
beyond? While sharing this awareness of the issue, we set the basic theme as the concept of "
catastrophe"” (or crisis), and examined it mainly from four viewpoints (history, religion, criticism,

and creation). In addition, we specifically clarified how Dostoevsky®s literature had an impact on
contemporary world literature and art culture in general (films, music, art, drama) and what kind of
creative remakes it produced
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
