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First, the “ Longitudinal Research on High School Students’ English
Conversation and Compositions” project collected data from 50 students at Nagano Prefectural Ueda
Senior High School and Tokushima Prefectural Joto Senior High School monthly over the course of 20
months. Students’ development was measured from the perspectives of accuracy, complexity and
fluency, and the Cefr-J framework.Second, a three-way learner corpus of English, Chinese and
Japanese was used to examine which characteristics of Japanese affect and hinder acquisition of
English ,Chinese and Japanese by learners. The acquisition of auxiliary verbs expressing aspect and
modality was found to be difficult, thus contributing to research in second language acquisition.
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
