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This study was conducted in 6 universities (3 national, 1 prefectural, 1
municipal and 1 private universities) using the same English e-learning system and the same
e-learning management system with two research purposes: to measure the decline in English abilities

after a long vacation and to explore the possibilities of using English e-learning to prevent such
decline. As a result of offering an English e-learning program during the summer break, it was shown
that the participants® English abilities didn"t decline but stayed the same and that when the
proper learning management was in place, their English abilities improved considerably.
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
