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o In Europe, mobility has increased, driven by the development of i
transportation infrastructure at diverse scales and boosted by multilevel policies. The case studies

from the United Kingdom, France, and Austria-Germany show that the increase in mobility has
involved rural villages, increasing the number of visitors and length of stay in rural areas and
increasing rural migration. They come to rural villages for the rurality: landscape and tranquility,
and they enjoy the amenities that rural villages offer. And their activities in rural villages,
such as renovating their dwellings and interacting with former residents, created new ruralities.
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
