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Sugawara and Professor Alexander Karmann at Technische University Dresden
jointly employ a comparative study for nursing home sectors in Japan and Germany. This study
utilized regression, Blinder-Oaxaca decomposition and data envelopment analysis and found an
indication of moral hazard in Germany, which was caused by generous social welfare programs which
supplements the long-term care insurance. In the European Health Economic Association Meeting of the

year 2018, Sugawara and Professor Karmann organized a session for long-term care insurance from
international perspectives which include four presentations from researches of Japan, Germany,
Netherlands and South Korea. In this session, Professor Karmann presented the above research.
Sugawara presented a research which analyzed the variety of care plans and their effects using
claims data of Japanese long-term care using a combination of basket analysis and regression

analysis.
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
